Named a prelate of 
honor to His Holiness, Jan. 18, 2000, named auxiliary bishop of Detroit and titular bishop 
of Siccenna, July 22, 2002, and ordained a bishop on Sept. 13, 2002. Appointed fifth 
bishop of Lansing, Feb. 27, 2008, to be installed April 29, 2008.
